State Cancer Coverage Act

The Social Security Act and CMS regulations specify that Medicare carriers 
and state Medicaid programs must provide reimbursement for off-label use 
of oncology drugs when they are recognized as safe and effective by the FDA, 
included in compendia, or included in peer-reviewed literature. As a result, 
state-specific Cancer Coverage Acts establish coverage guidelines for private 
payers consistent with those of Medicare and Medicaid.
